There is a lot of argument regarding this exactly cos of what you say in the question.  Consultation with witches and warlocks was specifically prohibited and also we are told that it is impossible to actually speak with the dead USING A MEDIUM or in any other way.  This means that when a spiritist speaks to the so-called dead they must be consulting a demon which is an accomplished mimic.  However, the possiblity of this actually being Samuel is highly likely.  Notice that the witch is surprised (indeed she is terrified). IN THIS CASE it seems that the Lord showed the woman a "vision" of Samuel.  She did not bring him up.. The Lord made him appear. I believe that the Samuel here must have been Samuel because what he said came to pass.. and Samuel was a prophet of God.  Let me say, however, many people have a different opinion.
